Scott added that there also is local demand for bachelor's degree programs in management and accounting,
often among students who have earned two-year degrees in those fields from National College and who now
have to drive to Roanoke to get bachelor’s degrees in those areas.

“That is often what drives bachelor’'s programs at the campuses,” Scott said, adding that five of National
College’s 24 campuses offer bachelor’s degrees.

The Martinsville campus started its winter term with 261 students, or about 231 full-time equivalent.

“The majority of students are full-time,” Steenburgh said, adding that the college’s night classes enable many
people to work full time while they attend college full time.

The new campus will resemble National College’s other sites and is being built by the same company, K4
Construction of Cincinnati, often using local subcontractors. But Scott said it will have decorations with a local
theme, such as possibly a race theme in the student lounge and photos of the area’s natural resources in the
hallways.

But the biggest impact of the new building on students will be what Scott calls the “convenience factor.”

“They won'’t have to wait on elevators to take them up to the fourth or fifth floor. Parking will be right outside.
Also they’ll notice it's modern and decorations are up to date,” he said.

National College will move out of its current space in the Jefferson Plaza, owned by Dr. Mervyn King. He said
Friday he is “talking with people” about leasing the space after the college leaves. It has a six-month lease
that began Jan. 1.

He would not elaborate except to say, “Things are going in the direction | would like them to go.”

Steenburgh said National College and the New College Institute complement each other, rather than
compete. NCI provides the last two years of bachelor’s degree programs as well as some master’s degree
programs through other colleges and universities.

“They’re being very innovative in their approach, but it is still based on the liberal arts approach,” Steenburgh
said. “National College has been in work force development for over 120 years. Our focus is on education
designed to provide people for specific career fields” and jobs.

Scott added that he hopes the college’s expansion will help economic development officials show the range of
educational and training opportunities available here when recruiting new businesses and industries to the
area.

“Also, we're very proud of the economic impact directly in the community” made by the college, he said.
Information from Steenburgh shows that in 2006, expenditures by National College in Martinsville, its faculty,
staff and students generated about $8 million in economic impact. That included $1,245,000 on wages, taxes,
services and supplies, and $1,125,000 in student expenditures, which created a ripple effect of $5.4 million.
